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Lumber and Commaodity Report
January 2008
By Don Magruder

Old M an Winter has welcomed himself to the
United States this January, and temperatures in many
parts are down right deadly. Theweather dongwith
the current economic cha lengesis redly holding
down the demand side of the commodity equa
tion. Snce December, you local Home Builders As-
sociation Lumber and Commodity index dropped
$15.50 to $214.39 per thousand or 6.7%. | am some-
what surprised by the drop but the weather has been
thedrivingfactor dongwith Canadian manuf actur-
erstryingto dump alot of lumber.

The lumber portion of theindex droppedto $234
per thousand which is down 8.9%. T he spruce mar-
ket plunged as many 2x4 items gave up on average
$23 per thousand, and lar ge pine products retreated
just below $10. Pine smaller widths decided not to
participae as much in the downside movement, and
actud 2x4 treated products junped in price by
$12. Interestingy enough, the lumber compositeis
down $63 per thousand versus last year or 11.3%,
and that is degpite the wesker dollar.

The sheathing portion of this morth’s index faired
alittle better only drapping $11 per thousandto $200
or 5.3%. OB sheathing dropped across the board
$10 per thousand while CDX produds gave up
around $15 in totd. The sheathingindex is down
$14 per thousand since last January, but would have
been even if not for the bad weather dement of this
year. CDX products should be firmer in pricethis
year with OSB sheathings struggingto maintain
price stability dueto over supply.

| am still firm in my thoughts tha the entire build-
ing supply sector is goingto have significant infla-
tion because in 2007 wholesale inflation was up
6.7% while over all building supply productsprices
wereat thar lowest levelsin two years. Just in en-
ergy aone, prices were up 18.4%, and thesein-
creases have been not factored in many of the manu-
facturers current pricing

Since January 1% my concerns about moderatein-
flation in pricing have been confirmed as pricein-
creases by mgor manuf acturers in various sectors
have been announced. Thefollowingsectorsin
which mgor increases have been announced are dry -
wall 10%, roofing 13% to 18%; rebar products 20%,
windows 5%, and concrete 10%. Plus other

manufacturers in all areas have announced price in-
creases because they arejust so much behind the
pricingcurve. Becareful about long-term pricing,
and make sureyou have the facts on upcoming pro-
jects. Havea great 2008!
