Jean Kaminski’s retirement party was a great event! It is widely accepted that no other one person has 

done as much as Jean to promote the building industry in Lake and Sumter counties. It may have been sur-
prising to HBALC members to hear from so many who traveled to M t. Dora to attend the event that Jean’s 
far-flung positive presence and influence was appreciated state-wide and nation-wide as well. It was totally 
fitting and not surprising that so many folks attended “ Jean’s event”. I hesitate to refer to “ retirement” too 
much because I don’ t think anyone, Jean and Frank included, expect Jean to change much other than to not be 
full-time at the HBA office. Can we ever picture Jean sitting in a rocking chair, scrapbooking, or crocheting. . 
. I think not. 
 
  In 1993 I had the privilege to serve as President of HBA of Lake County and had opportunity to get to 
know Jean as we worked, traveled and fought battles (always on the same side, thankfully) for your associa-
tion. I had the chance to see Jean in a variety of settings and circumstances and I learned much from her valu-
able enough to apply, re-apply and come to recognize as wisdom over the years. Jean is a confidant and friend 
I never mean to lose touch with regardless that I am no longer involved in the building industry. Our friend-
ship eclipsed vocation.

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Gerry’s Pork Tenderloin Recipe 
 

1 whole pork tenderloin (yields 2 pieces) 
3/4 cup olive oil 
1/4 cup worchestershire sauce 
2 tablespoons garlic powder 
2 tablespoons Goya Adobo seasoning 
1 2.5 oz. Bottle of M rs. Dash original blend season-
ing 
 
Trim excess fat from the tenderloin and place in Ziplock 
bag with the olive oil &  worchestershire sauce.  Allow to 
marinate in the refrigerator for at least one day.  Remove 
and place in baking pan sprinkle 1/2 of garlic &  Adobo 
seasoning on one side of the tenderloin and then sprinkle 
a solid crust of Mrs. Dash to taste.  Turn over and repeat 
on other side. Bake in preheated oven at 425 degrees for 
20-30 minutes or until uniform in color when you slice 
into it .  It  will continue to cook when you remove it from 
the oven so slice immediately to avoid over cooking and 
enjoy at your leisure.  Yields 6-8 servings. 
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Lumber and Commodity Report  
May 2008

     The wood commodity markets are catching on 
fire as the decline in manufacturing capabil ities is 
really beginning to take effect and the burden of high 
cost energy is bearing down.  In the last 30 days, the 
wood commodity markets are up 14.9%, or $33.37 
per thousand, and price increases were seen at all 
levels in all species.  Not one item on our index has 
declined, and some of  the increases were astounding, 
causing analysts to recheck numbers to ensure they 
were being properly reported. 
     The lumber composite portion of the wood com-
modity report was up 9.3%, or $23 per thousand, 
with spruce products up from $7 - $30 per thousand, 
depending on size and length.  The pine markets, on 
the other hand, have been bl istering prices, especially 
the wide width products.  2x12 #2 pine is up $125 - 
$147 per thousand just in the last month; and, to put 
it in perspective, the wholesale cost of a 2x12-16 #2 
pine has jumped $4 per board.  In addition, availabil-
ity on wider widths is limited, as loggers are unim-
pressed to pull out larger timbers in their stands. 
     Truss pricing over the next few weeks will begin 
to see huge price increases as 2x4 #2 pine is up 
13.9%, or $38 per thousand, while 2x6 #2 pine is up 
35.9%, or $85 per thousand.  In addition, the huge 
run-up in steel pricing wi ll directly affect the truss 
plate industry, so truss manufacturers will be getting 
price increases from all sides.  Bui lders will need to 
update quotes from their plants and many should 
plan on earl ier deliveries if they plan to avoid huge 
price increases. 
     The sheathing piece of the wood commodity in-
dex was extremely strong last month with a 20.3% 
increase, or $42 per thousand.  $35 - $45 per thou-
sand increases were common in CDX sheathings; 
and, with increased fuel surcharges builders will  
soon be adding about $1.50 per sheet more.  Surpris-
ingly, OSB sheathings showed strength despite more 
production availabil ity with a $43 per thousand in-
creases, or $1.38 per sheet increase.  Once again, 
added fuel surcharges will probably drive those 
prices up at least $1.50 per sheet. 
    In my view, the markets are reacting to high en-
ergy costs and an unreasonable extended time of  
price deflation.  M anufacturers and mil ls have to 
raise prices if they have any hopes of staying in

business, and continued increases in fuel along with 
other business costs are forcing a makeup in prices.  I 
see no impetus for lowering prices, despite lackluster 
demand, and all  bets will be off if we have a bad hur-
ricane season.  The supply chain is extremely low on 
product as companies are trying to gather cash, and 
production capabilities have been depressed to a 
point that it could not gear up timely to meet de-
mand.  In short, if we were to have a repeat of 2004, 
I could see widespread shortages of  products.  Build-
ers, you need to be careful in future bids and quotes, 
as it appears evident the pricing market has turned 
decidedly upward.

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You Do a Good Job with Safety;  
Can You Prove I t? 

 
There is no definite way to answer this, but the best 
advice I can offer is. Should OSHA show up and ask 
you to document your safety program, to help build 
your case think of the following three steps: 
 
1.  Have clearly wri tten rules and training proce-
dures.  Be sure they are specific.  For instance, al l 
employees should wear hard hats when overhead 
work is underway or there is to be no unprotected 
leading edges.  Support your statements with a copy 
of the training materials used. 
 
2.  Notes from safety meetings and training ses-
sions.  This is critical when proving to OSHA that 
you hold training sessions (or refreshers) on a routine 
basis.  Test scores, sign in sheets, sign off sheets with 
the corresponding topics should be kept together.  
(It’s not a bad idea, after your training is completed, 
on the sign off sheets, have your employees date, sign 
and write in their own hand, “ I have received and 
understood the training on ________,”   Then you 
are protected from having a confused employee tell 
OSHA that you have not offered that training class. 
 
3.  Safety discipl inary records.  These records will 
demonstrate to OSHA that not only do you teach 
safety programs, you require your employees to 
abide by all safety programs, policies or procedures.  
The key however, is to reinforce the safety training 
with uniform discipline, do not allow some to break 
the rules while using discipline on others. 
 
It’s always advisable to get good training help.  Not 
only does it help you to make sure your training re-
quirements are properly met, but usually trainers will 
have a wide variety of training programs and media 
to use.  This helps to keep your employees interested 
and focused.
