Lumber and Commodity Report

February 2008
By Don Magruder

Your Home Builders Association wood commod-
ity index for February shimmed side- to-side for
most of the monthwith atata drop of 1.2%, or $2.48
per thousand. The market’s unremarkable month
was primarily driven by a nasty winter outbresk in
the North and Midwest, but moderating conditions,
as spring gpproaches, should make for increased
pricing enthusiasm. Oversupply cortinues to hurt
pricing, but shutdowns and curtailments are begn-
ningto diminate some of the glut.

Thelumber portion of theindex was down $1 per
thousand, as prices in most species bounced up and
down. Spruce framing and studs were a mixed bag
generdly offsetting themseves while wide width
pine incurred increases in the $35 per thousand
range. All inall, the market seemed to befirmingin
hopes of better weather.

The plywood index shed $4 per thousand to $196
per thousand, or about 2%. Cdx plywood stayed flat
to plus $8 per thousand while Osb products gave up
afive dollar bill per thousand. Cdx plywood’s pro-
duction is considerably less than Osb produds and it
is gpparent the spread between the two products will
probably grow. Osb products will probably nat go
on an extended price increase run until those mills
have decided to quit sellingproducts a aloss. There
is much pan for those pegple who produce Osb.

In other markets, the strugge with higher energy
prices and skinny margns are pushing prices up.
Rebar and foundation sted jumped over 20% while
shing es increased around 12%. Drywall companies
and concrete manufacturers really want to increase
pricing, but they are eatingtheir own in fierce mark et
competition. | sugpect once afew decide to capitu-
late, then prices will risefairly quickly in those aress.

Traditionally, the spring sdling season brings
somejoy and optimismtotheindustry asthe weather
improves. Even though the market is down, expect
some improvements which should lead to higher
pricing, so be careful in pricing out late spring and
early summer projects.
